This Tuesday is Veterans Day, a day set aside to honor those who have sacrificed for 
our country. As you honor these great veterans, also reflect on those who are 
needlessly killed or injured on our Nation’s streets and highways every day. The 
numbers are heartbreaking—last year, 41,000 people died and 2.5 million were injured in 
traffic crashes! Protect yourself and your loved ones with simple actions that can 
prevent injuries and death. Earn trust, gain respect, and obey the law; your community 
and family will be grateful. 
 
 
November 16 

This time of year is a wonderful time for families. But more important than trips, toys, or 
oversized meals is your family’s safety. You can help protect your children by using seat 
belts along with the proper child/booster seat. Child seats reduce the chance of an infant 
being killed in a vehicle crash by 71 percent and the risk of a toddler being killed by 54 
percent. Don’t forget to buckle your own belt, too! The simple choices made every day 
often determine whether or not there will be a tomorrow for you. Choose the future—play 
it safe every time you get behind the wheel.

In 2006, more than 15,000 lives were saved by safety belts. This Thanksgiving, no 
matter how far you and your family are traveling, wear your safety belt every time you 
are in a vehicle.

  PASTOR’S NOTES 
Traffic Safety Message for Sermon 

 

 

Traffic safety is something we should all concern ourselves with, regardless of our 

involvement as drivers, passengers, or pedestrians.  In 2007 alone, the death toll from 

traffic crashes was more than 41,000 and remains the second highest cause of death for 

African Americans between 15 and 24 years of age.  We can all make a difference in 

creating safer communities by being careful drivers and teaching our youth to practice 

safe driving.   

 

Make traffic safety a habit.  Buckle up every time you get in your vehicle, and remind 

those in the car to do the same.  In 2007, seat belt use was lower for African Americans 

than other race and ethnicity groups among passenger vehicle occupants (age 25 to 69 

and traveling with children). Set an example, especially for the youth in the 

congregation. They are watching you for guidance, and your good habits will become 

theirs.  

 

Here are a few suggestions for practicing safe driving:   

 Bring your patience along with you on the drive to work.  

 Resist the urge to just sail through the intersection as the yellow turns to red.  

 Don’t drink and drive and never ride with someone who has been drinking, not 

even a parent or spouse.   

 Buckle up yourself and all the kids in every vehicle, every time. 

 

The cost to your family and community is not worth the risk of reckless driving—slow 

down, use safety belts, and don’t drive drunk. Protect yourself and your loved ones with 

simple actions that can prevent injuries and death. Earn trust, gain respect, and obey 

the law; your community and family will be grateful.
